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Sometimes texture is created, and sometimes it is observed. Sometimes interesting things happen when you put an

unexpected texture on a shape.
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Draw your hand in your sketchbook. Avoid tracing: the lack of observation will set you up for a rough start. Then

draw a different texture for each of your fingers.
