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Pointillism (dots and dashes)
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Add paint to dry paper using dabs and short
brushstrokes.
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Dry brush
2_60[] Hflend

Use scrap paper or paper towel to get the extra paint off
of your brush, then make scratchy lines on dry paper
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Mix different colours while you work.
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Flooding (for smoothness)
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Paint the box carefully and quickly with a layer of
clean water. Then add paint and lightly smooth it
out.
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Put down an area of wet paint, and then add areas
of different colours before it dries.
